    The Jews departed from God in their ignorance of God’s word. God associated their ungodliness with their lack of knowledge of His will. “There is no truth, nor mercy, nor knowledge of God in the land….My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge” (Hos. 4:1, 6).
 

    The New Testament foretells of people growing tired of learning the Bible. Ignorance of God’s will is not an Old Testament problem. It happens today with the gospel and the New testament. Paul warned, “For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears; And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables” (II Tim. 4:3-4).
 

    The sad reality is there are people who prefer bulletins with very little Bible instruction. It is more enjoyable to hear a joke or cute story instead of being weighed in the balance of God’s word. I wonder, of what value will those jokes and illustrations be when they stand before God in Judgment? I have a strong suspicion they will then prefer a knowledge of Christ’s word, which will judge us in the last day (Jn. 12:48)
